O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Neeraj Kumar, r/o- B-13/15, Dev Nagar, Karol Bagh, Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of BLK Super specialty, Hospital, Pusa Road, Karol Bagh, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother  late Smt. Saroj Kumari, resulting in her death on 31.03.2016.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th August, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined , a complaint of Shri. Neeraj Kumar, r/o- B-13/15, Dev Nagar, Karol Bagh, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant),  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of BLK Super specialty, Hospital, Pusa Road, Karol Bagh, Delhi(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) , in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother  late Smt. Saroj Kumari, resulting in her death on 31.03.2016.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sanjay Mehta, Head Medical Services enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Amit Agarwal, Director & HOD, Medical Oncology and copy of medical records of BLK Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that Smt. Saroj Kumari, 65 years old lady was a case of Metastatic Lung carcinoma (stage IV) with brain metastasis. She was shifted to MICU for supportive care only as the attendants agreed not to put her on ventilator knowing the fact that she was suffering from terminal sage of carcinoma lung with metastasis in brain also presented with seizures. However, she was put on CPAP with Fio2 80 degree and PEEP of 12 CM H2o on 31st march, 2013 and also high inotropic support noradrenaline. But her vitals did not improve (Blood Pressure and saturation) and she developed sudden cardiac arrest, for that CPR was performed but could not be revived. It appears that she died of the terminal stage of carcinoma lung with metastasis in brain even though supportive care was adequately provided.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of 
the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of BLK Super specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother  late Smt. Saroj Kumari, resulting in her death on 31.03.2016.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th August, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th October, 2017.
