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O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of treatment of Shri Pradeep Tiwari,  alleging  medical negligence on the part of doctors of Central Jail No.04, Tihar and Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi-110064. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of treatment of Shri Pradeep Tiwari,  alleging  medical negligence on the part of doctors of Central Jail No.04, Tihar and Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi-110064(referred hereinafter  as  the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, written statement of Medical Officer, Incharge of Central Jail, copy of medical records of Central Jail Hospital, Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that as per records of Central Jail Hospital and Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital Shri. Pradeep Tiwari had high myopia/degenerative myopia with vision in left eye being very Poor (PL+PR accurate). He was recorded as having pterygium and cataract in both eyes. He had cataract surgery in left eye on 24th May, 2013 but an intraocular lens could not be implanted due to posterior capsular rupture. Some cortical material was washed out on 27th May, 2013. On follow up at Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital (25th July, 2013)vision was recorded as being 1/60 in the left eye. On 31st August, 2013, the records  show  that  “ Patient  insisting  on  intraocular  lens  
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implantation”    prognosis     explained .    Visual   prognosis   very  poor. Shri. Pradeep  Tiwari  has  signed   a   consent   form  in  Hindi  (17th August, 2013) that he is aware that vision was less likely to improve after lens implantation.  It is further observed that the poor vision in eye was present before the Surgery.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Central Jail No.04, Tihar and Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to Shri Pradeep Tiwari.

Matter  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
