O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Santosh Rathor w/o- Shri. Ramjeet Rathor r/o House No.1030/20, Gali No.45, E-1st Molarband Ext., Bardarpur, New Delhi-110044, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri. Ramjeet Rathor at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th May, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Santosh Rathor w/o- Shri. Ramjeet Rathor r/o House No.1030/20, Gali No.45, E-1st Molarband Ext., Bardarpur, New Delhi-110044(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri. Ramjeet Rathor at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Vikas Sangwan, Deputy Manager, Office of the Director Medical Services of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, made to Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi; copy of medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital as provided by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi.
The Executive Committee noted that patient Shri Ramjeet Rathor was seriously injured case of road traffic accident with open fractured pelvis with degloving injury to perineum coccyx with exposed scrotal sac, extra peritoneal bladder rupture, complete urethral disruption with loss of bulbar urethra and lumbo sacral plexus injury on right side. The very fact that the patient who suffered from such a life threatening condition had survived is evidence of the fact that he had been administered appropriate treatment in the form of external fixation of pelvis, bladder repair, uretharal rail roading wound care, lateral sacroiliac joint fixation, among other medical treatment. Prima facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital in the treatment of Shri Ramjeet Rathor. On the contrary such a patient refusing to get discharged is highly improper; such patients are discharged after initial stabilization and treated on OPD basis with repeated admission for subsequent procedure to prevent hospital acquired infections due to prolonged hospital stay. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th May, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 1st June, 2017.
