O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Mehrauli, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Babli w/o Shri Prakash Kharbanda r/o-893/8, Sarai, Mehrauli, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. D.P.S Toor of Rural Medical Centre, Khasra No.242, Vill, Saidulajaib, Post Box No.10830, Mehrauli, New Delhi-110030, in the treatment administered to Smt. Babli at Rural Medical Centre.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Mehrauli, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Babli w/o Shri Prakash Kharbanda r/o-893/8, Sarai, Mehrauli, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. D.P.S Toor of Rural Medical Centre, Khasra No.242, Vill, Saidulajaib, Post Box No.10830, Mehrauli, New Delhi-110030,in the treatment administered to Smt. Babli  at Rural Medical Centre.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. D. P. S Toor, copy of medical records of Rural Medicare Centre and other documents on record
The Executive Committee notes that smt. Babli was diagnosed as case of gall stones and operated for open cholecystectomy on 21.05.2015. The surgery and post-operative period was uneventful and the patient was discharged on22.05.2015.

She was readmitted in the Rural Medical Centre hospital on 27.05.2015 for complaint of pain abdomen. She was investigated and USG abdomen revealed collection in right hypochondrium. Even though there was no stone in CBD, the patient was referred to Pushpawati Shinghania Research Institute 

for Liver and Digestive Disease, Sheikh Sarai,  in view of the collection. At Pushpawati Shinghania Research Institute for Liver and Digestive Disease, Sheikh Sarai, the patient underwent ERCP and found to have stone in CBD. This stone might have been missed on pre-operative and post-operative ultrasound which is not uncommon. It is also possible that a stone from gall bladder might have slipped to CBD during surgery, which also is not uncommon. She underwent stone removal and stenting at Pushpawati Shinghania Research Institute for Liver and Digestive Disease, Sheikh Sarai and referred back to Rural Medical Centre for further management. 
The surgeon at Rural Medical Centre performed laparotomy and did peritoneal toilet and drain placement, which is one of the standard options , for treatment of such postoperative collections. 

Since the patient’s condition was not very good following surgery, the patient was referred to a higher centre, which was the right thing to do in view of the resources available at Rural Medical Center.
 The patient was treated conservatively at Safdarjung Hospital and discharged after she recovered completely. Nothing on record shows that the patient’s condition was critical when she was referred to higher centre from Rural Medical Centre. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. D.P.S Toor of Rural Medical Centre,in the treatment administered to Smt. Babli  at Rural Medical Centre.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th October, 2017.
