O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Hasina w/o Late Shoukat Ali, r/o- B-37, Gali No.04, Madanpur Khadar Extension, New Delhi-110076, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.Davinder Sabharwal, Dr. Ajit Kumar Talukdar and Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd., in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Late Shoukat Ali at Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd, resulting in his death on 02.08.2016.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Hasina w/o late Shoukat Ali, r/o- B-37, Gali No.04, Madanpur Khadar Extension, New Delhi-110076 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Davinder Sabharwal, Dr. Ajit Kumar Talukdar and Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd., in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Late Shoukat Ali (referred hereafter as the patient) at Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 02.08.2016, 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient Shri Shaukat Ali 50 year male was admitted in the said Hospital on 25/07/2016 with the complaint of high grade fever, headache, body ache, cough with expectoration, burning on urination for period of last 10 days. The patient was hypertensive for which he was on regular therapy. At the times of admission, the patient was clinically stable. On investigation, the patient was found to be a diabetic with a poor glycemic control (HbA1c- 12.4%) and the chest X-ray and CECT showed a presence of a large cavity on the right lung. The patient was immediately started on antibiotics as per the protocol and anti-tubercular treatment was also added to the therapy as per the guidelines on 30/07/2016 and the patient remained clinically stable. The patient had sudden massive hemoptysis on 02/08/2016 at 1:25am and was transferred to ICU, where he died on 02/08/2016 at 3:15 a.m. inspite of resuscitation attempts. 
In view of the above the Executive Committee opines that the massive hemoptysis in a cavitatry lung disease as in present case is a known complication which can have poor prognosis.  It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Davinder Sabharwal, Dr. Ajit Kumar Talukdar and Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Late Shoukat Ali at Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home Pvt. Ltd.
Complaint stand disposed. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th April, 2017.
