The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. M.K. Singh, r/o- 2/118, Vijai Khand, Gomti Nagar, Lucknow, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sudhir Rawal, Dr. Rupinder Sekhon and Dr. Shweta Giri of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Rachna Singh at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, resulting in her death on 03.07.2016 at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. M.K. Singh, r/o- 2/118, Vijai Khand, Gomti Nagar, Lucknow, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sudhir Rawal, Dr. Rupinder Sekhon and Dr. Shweta Giri of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Rachna Singh (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, resulting in her death on 03.07.2016 at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Sudhir Rawal, Medical Director, Dr. Rupinder Sekhon, Sr. Consultant, Dr. Sunil Khetarpal, Medical Superintendent cum Chief of Operations of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, copy of medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Smt. Rachna Singh was diagnosed with malignant Ovarian Cyst on 08.06.2016 at Lucknow. She reported at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and was confirmed to have cancer Ovary with hypertension, diabetes, and hypothyroidism. Patient was operated on 16.06.2016 as per accepted professional practice in such cases. She was found to have cirrhotic liver during exploration. In follow up, fluid oozing from wound increased, for which patient was seen in hospital on 18.06.2016 and again on 22.06.2016. On that day ultrasound was done which showed fluid in upper abdomen. For this pig tail catheter was introduced to drain the fluid out. Patient reported again on next day in emergency on 23.06.2016; urine culture showed Kleibseilla and her TLC was 16800. Patient was switched to antibiotics according to sensitivity, but continued to deteriorate with rise of TLC to 24100. Patient developed jaundice and there was rise in serum bilirubin to 3.8 on 02.07.2016, repeat blood culture indicated Acinobactor species, serum creatinine 4.1 and TLC was 41000. Hemodialysis was done on 02.07.2016 for anuria. Patient died in morning of 03.07.2016 because cardio pulmonary arrest. 
It is observed that post operative complications were expected due to other presence of co- morbidity of cirrhosis of liver.  In view of the above no medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Rachna Singh at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre. However, doctors are advised to be more sensitive to patient problems especially in post operative phase and more so when it is known that patient is in terminal condition. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th December, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
