O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Safdarjung Enclave, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Surendra Ram, S/o, Sh. Vaidh Ram, r/o, 76, Purnadeeh, Lesliganj, PO Lesliganj, District Plamu-822118, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Safdarjung Hospital, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Master Anuj.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th July, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Safdarjung Enclave, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Surendra Ram, S/o, Sh. Vaidh Ram, r/o, 76, Purnadeeh, Lesliganj, PO Lesliganj, District Plamu-822118 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Safdarjung Hospital, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Master Anuj(referred hereafter as the patient).  
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, complaint of Shri Surendra Ram, written statement of Dr. Vikas Gupta I/c Unit IIIB Central Institute of Orthopaedics VMMC & Safdarjung Hospital, copy of medical records of Safdarjung Hospital and other documents on record.  
The Executive Committee notes that the patient was a case of traumatic quadriparesis with myositis ossificans with ankylosis of both hips.  Patient was unable to pass urine, stools.  The CT scan dated 14th February, 2012, reported posterosuperior dislocation left hip with new bone formation, alongwith extra-articular ankylosis of right hip, as a result of new bone formation around left hip.  The patient was admitted on 25th February, 2012, operated on 2nd March, 2012 by Dr. Vikas Gupta and team.  The operative procedure was femoral osteostomy right femur with fixation using 8-hole reconstruction place under GA.  The post-operative period was uneventful.  
As per the complaint, the patient Anuj Kumar aged 12 years was beaten by his teacher, thereafter treated at District Hospital, then Private Nursing Home, and thereafter referred to Ranchi Institute of Medical Sciences, Ranchi.  The MRI showed spinal cord oedema with syringomyelia from C2 to D1.  The patient was treated there for one and half months but did not get much relief.  Thereafter, the patient was referred to All India Institute of Medical Sciences, New Delhi and thereafter got treatment at Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi.  Here he was referred to orthopaedic department for further treatment.  As per the complainant’s complaint due to medical negligence by doctors of Safdarjung Hospital, his son become permanent paralyzed from his leg.  
The Executive Committee observes that the complainant in his own complaint has mentioned about cord oedema of syringomyelia from C2 to D1.  Also he has mentioned that his son was treated at other hospitals before coming to Safdarjung Hospital. i.e. Ranchi Institute of Medical Sciences, Ranchi for one and half months with no relief.  As a result, the patient was referred to Safdarjung Hospital.  Safdarjung Hospital’s records mentions that at the time of admission on 25.02.2012 the paient was having quadriparesis with deformity of both hip joints.  Orthopaedic surgeron at Safdrjung Hospital did corrective osteotomy right femur as per accepted professional practices in such cases.  Regarding paralytic condition of the patient, it is evident that this condition was present prior to surgery and, hence, the complaint is misconceived.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Safdarjung Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Master Anuj at Safdarjung Hospital. 
Matter stands disposed.  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th July, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 6th July, 2017.
