O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Sultanpuri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Vinay Kumar, P-3/328, Sultan Puri, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. D.P. Dahiya of Dev Hospital, P-205-208, Sultanpuri, New Delhi-110086, in the treatment administered to the complaint’s daughter late Ms. Mehak, resulting in her death on 26.05.2015. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Sultanpuri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Vinay Kumar, P-3/328, Sultan Puri, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. D.P. Dahiya of Dev Hospital, P-205-208, Sultanpuri, New Delhi-110086, in the treatment administered to the complaint’s daughter late Ms. Mehak, resulting in her death on 26.05.2015.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Shri Vinay Kumar, post-mortem report No.480/2015 dated 01.06.2015 of late Ms. Mehak, subsequent opinion regarding cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report 480/2015 dated 01.06.2015 and other documents on records, as supplied by the police.
The Executive Committee observes that Ms. Mehak d/o Shri. Vinay Kumar, 11 years old female child was seen by Dr. D.P. Dahiya, Physician , on 26th  May, 2015. The child had history of loose motion, vomiting and fever for three days. Her general condition has been described as sick with features of severe dehydration . She was given injection Emset an antiemetic for vomitings, electrol Powder (oral rehydration salt) and was advised admission. However the attendant refused admission and hence the child was referred to higher centre for future management.

It is further observed that no wrong treatment or medicines were  given to the child. She was properly examined, her condition has been documented  and proper advice for admission and referral to higher  centre was  given.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Ms. Mehak was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. D.P. Dahiya of Dev Hospital, P-205-208, Sultanpuri, New Delhi-110086.

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
