O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Nandlal, s/o Shri Raja Ram, r/o C-946, Phase-1, Holambi Kala, Narela, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on part of doctors of St. Soham Hospital, Kanjhawala Road, Near Chopal Bawana, Delhi- 10039, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Vimla at St. Soham Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th August, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Nandlal, s/o Shri Raja Ram, r/o C-946, Phase-1, Holambi Kala, Narela, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on part of doctors of St. Soham Hospital, Kanjhawala Road, Near Chopal Bawana, Delhi-110039, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Vimla (referred hereinafter as the patient) at St. Soham Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Dinesh Modi of St. Soham Hospital, copy of medical records of St. Soham Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient presented to St. Soham Hospital on 28.01.2017 with complaint of pain abdomen and vomiting along with an USG report which showed Gall stones and no dilatation of CBD. Another USG done in the same hospital on the same day, however, shows prominent CBD which had a diameter of 8mm.  As per statement of operating surgeon, the LFT report did not shows any rise of bilirubin and alkaline phosphatase. Since the report is not available in the records submitted by the hospital, it is not possible to verify this fact. In view of the above facts, the surgeon went ahead andperformed          laparoscopiccholecystectomy which was uneventful. He had the option of submitting the patient to MRCP/ERCP, but probably decided not to get it done, in view of ancillary findings which did not suggest stone in CBD. 
In any case, it is a question of individual surgeon preference, whether to go for surgery first or ERCP first. Since missing ofstone in CBD in preoperative  USG is not uncommon and a stone slipping for gall bladder to CBD during surgery is also a possiblility, no harm has been to the patient by performing surgery first. 
When the patient developed pain in the postoperative period, a review of USG was done which showed CBD stone. The surgeon rightly advised ERCP to the patient in view of USG report but the patient preferred to go to another hospital where she underwent ERCP and got cured. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of St. Soham Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Vimla at St. Soham Hospital. 
 Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th August, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 24th August, 2017.
