O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sunny Garg, r/o  RZ/C-4, Vijay Enclave, Shiv Main Market, New Delhi-110045 , alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Orchid Hospital, C-3/91-92, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058 in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Manisha. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sunny Garg, r/o  RZ/C-4, Vijay Enclave, Shiv Main Market, New Delhi-110045(referred hereinafter as the complainant) , alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Orchid Hospital, C-3/91-92, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Manisha( referred hereinafter  as  the patient).
The Executive Committee  perused the complaint,  written statement of Dr. Hari Om Gupta, Medical Superintendent, Orchid Hospital, copy of medical records of Orchid Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient Smt. Manisha Garg, a 28 years old female was admitted  in Orchid Hospital on 04th July, 2017 with diagnosis of 36 weeks pregnancy with previous caesarean section with borderline GDM (Gestational Diabetes Mellitus) with IUGR and Hypothyroidism. The lower segment caesarean Section (LSCS) was performed  on 05th July, 2017 and  a healthy male baby weighing 2.5 kg with Apgar of 8/0 was delivered.  Immediate post operative period was uneventful and both the patient and her baby were discharged in good condition on 07th July, 2017. She came back to Orchid Hospital  on  13th July, 2017 and on 19th 
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July, 2017 when she was prescribed antibiotics  for wound infection (though details are not available). She was admitted on 15th August, 2017 to Apaar Nursing Home where wound dressing was performed and pus from wound was drained.

She was discharged on injectable antibiotics on 18th August, 2017. Both mother and baby are fine now.
In view of the above, the Executive Committee observes that even though the patient had wound infection and repeatedly went to Orchid Hospital, she was attended to by the attending doctor and was given wound care and antibiotics; she further required pus drainage and wound dressing which was done at another Nursing Home (Apaar Nursing Home).

The Executive Committee observes that since the patient had a history of previous caesarean section, gestational Diabetes Mellitus and hypothyroidism, hence, was at higher risk of wound complications. Wound infection in such a high risk case is not uncommon . The doctor attended to the patient and prescribed antibiotics also, as per accepted professional practices in such cases. 
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Orchid Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Manisha at Orchid Hospital, however the authorities of the Orchid Hospital are directed to take steps to ensure better record keeping for future, as the proper records of Orchid Hospital were not available.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
