O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  complaint of Shri Karanbir Singh, s/o late Shri Jhunda Ram, r/o House No. 32, Khasra no. 136, Gali No. Harijan Basti, Neb Sarai, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017 in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Smt. Pooja Karan, resulting in her death on 17.07.2017..

The Order of the Executive Committee dated  15th  March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Karanbir Singh, s/o late Shri Jhunda Ram, r/o House No. 32, Khasra no. 136, Gali No. Harijan Basti, Neb Sarai, Delhi(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Smt. Pooja Karan, resulting in her death on 17.07.2017.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Anuradha Sharma Medical Superintendent, Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Neha Soni, Dr. Gautam, Dr. Monika Chaturvedi, Dr. Chandra Prabhakar, Dr. Supriya Narula, Post Mortem report no. 963-17,  copy of medical records of Pt. Madan Mohan Malaviya Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that late Pooja Karan a 24 years  old, female underwent LSCS (lower segment caesarean section) on 16th July, 2017 at the said Hospital due to fetal distress in labor, under general anesthesia with endotracheal intubation. After delivery of baby, there was atonicity of uterus, even after adequate measures. However the blood loss was within normal limits.  At  11.45 pm the  patient  developed  hypotension, 
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sinus tachycardia, decrease in oxygen saturation and ETCO2. Adequate measures were taken.  However, the patient had cardiac arrest. The Executive Committee observes that the cardiac arrest most likely  was  due  to  air  or  amniotic  fluid embolism,  which was later on, confirmed on post-mortem examination and histopathology of lungs.  Air embolism is a known complication of delivery/LSCS and associated with very high morbidity and mortality.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient late Smt. Pooja Karan was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter late Pooja Karan.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
