O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation form Police Station Sarita Vihar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Pooja w/o Shri. Surender r/o- House No. 78, Valmiki  Mohalla, Village-Tugalaqabad, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Surender, resulting in his death on 09.01.2017 at  Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2019  is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation form Police Station Sarita Vihar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Pooja w/o Shri. Surender r/o- House No. 78, Valmiki  Mohalla, Village-Tugalaqabad, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Surender, resulting in his death on 09.01.2017 at  Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police Station, Sarita Vihar, Delhi, copy of complaint of Smt. Pooja, written statement of Dr. Sunil Kaul, Senior Consultant, General Surgery, Dr. Vikas Sangwan, Deputy Manager, Office of the Director Medical Services, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, written statement of Dr. Sahar Qureshi, Medical Superintendent, Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, copy of medical records  of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital , Max Super Specialty Hospital, post-mortem report No.49-17 dated, subsequent opinion regarding  cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report  No. 49-17 and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient Shri.  Surender, 36 years old male, who was diagnosed as a  case  of Cholelithiasis, underwent laparaoscopic cholecystectomy at Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket New Delhi on 24th December, 2016. Post operatively, patient developed biliary leak for which ERCP  stenting was  done (10Fr,10cm)   on 29th December, 2016 due to increasing drain output.  ERCP showed a  leak in the area  of cystic duct.  Although there was persistent biliary leak from drain site, patient  was stable as per  the available records  of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi and was therefore discharged on 31st December, 2016. However, there is no USG report at the time of discharge and the amount of drain output. Patient was not relieved of his symptoms and presented now to Indrprastha Apollo Hospital on 2nd January, 2017. Available records suggest that patient was in sepsis with features of perotinitis with drain output of 250 ml in past 20 hours. CT scan and MRCP  suggested minimal intraabdominal collection and  showed CBD stent in place. Patient was managed conservatively, keeping in view minimal intra abdominal collection, biliary stent already in place and a  high out put biliary draining from the drain left at  the time of surgery.  
During his course in hospital  bile output from drain had increased to around 400-600ml/day and  patients was also having spikes of intermittent fever (low to moderate grade). Antibiotics were up graded and blood cultures were sent. He was planned for ERCP evaluation of the stent and possible replacement of the stent  on 09th January, 2017. Unfortunately before anything could be done his condition deteriorated and he had a cardiac arrest at 2:00 pm. Immediate CPR was done and patient was revived. He was intubated and shifted to Neuro ICU but  by this time his drain started draining frank blood.  USG abdomen was suggestive of haemoperitoneum and 2D Echo was suggestive of hypovolemic shock due to intra-abdominal haemorrhage. Blood transfusion and FFP were  transfused to the patient apart from IV fluids. The patient continued to remain critical and at  6:45pm had a second cardiac arrest from which he could not be revived despite  resuscitative measures and was therefore declared  dead at 7:48 pm on 09th January, 2017. The cause of death as per Indraprastha Apolo Hospital records was post Laparoscopic cholecystectomy with bile leak (operated outside) with haemoperitoneum (? Sudden rupture of a vessel/ pseudoneurysm) with haemorrhagic shock. The final opinion as to cause of death in respect of Post Mortem report No-49-17 was hemorrhagic shock due to mesenteric bleed  corroborating the clinical suspicion.  

It is opined that at the time of admission on 02nd January, 2017 in Indraprastha Hospital, New Delhi the patient was a cases of biliary fistula with sepsis and was duly investigated and treated as per accepted professional practices in such case. Due to presence of bile in the area patient developed various complications including sepsis and haemorrhage which carry a high mortality. In view of the same, the Executive Committee concludes that the patient died due to his underlying condition and  prima Facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital in the treatment of complainant’s husband Shri Surender.

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th May, 2019.
