O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Dwarka, North, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of baby of Smt. Pooja Dagar, w/o Shri. Raj Kumar r/o- F-42, Ground Floor, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi due to alleged medical negligence in the treatment administered  at Ayushman Hospital, Sector-XII, Ashirwad Chowk, Dwarka, New  Delhi-110075.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Dwarka, North, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of baby of Smt. Pooja Dagar, w/o Shri. Raj Kumar r/o- F-42, Ground Floor, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi due to alleged medical negligence in the treatment administered  at Ayushman Hospital, Sector-XII, Ashirwad Chowk, Dwarka, New  Delhi-110075.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of Post Mortem No.85/17 dated 11.01.2017, subsequent opinion regarding cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report No. 85/17 dated 11.01.2017,  copy of medical records of Ayushman Hospital and other documents as  provided by the Police.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient Smt. Pooja Dagar a 24years old female was being followed up during antenantal period. The antenantal period was uneventful. The patient got admitted in the Ayushman Hospital on 08.10.2017 with fetal distress as per the records. She was diagnosed as Primi with 38 weeks and 3 days of pregnancy with labour pain with Beta Thalassemia Minor with loss of foetal movements with thick MSL (Meconium Stained Liquor) with foetal distress. The obstetrician advised emergency LSCS as fetal heart beat was low. The husband of the patient took long time to give consent for emergency LSCS as they were anticipating normal delivery as is borne out from the medical records of Ayushman Hospital. The baby born had no respiration. Immediate resuscitative measures (endotracheal intubation, drugs) were carried out. However baby could not be resuscitated. The subsequent opinion in respect of the post mortem report no. 85/17 mentioned that the baby was born as still birth consequent to complicated pregnancy. The report mentions no specific pathology notes, as per the histopathological examination. We are of the considered view that Smt. Pooja Dagar was treated as per accepted professional practices by the doctors of Ayushman Hospital and the still birth was due to the complicated nature of her pregnancy. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to Smt. Pooja Dagar or her baby at Ayushman Hospital, Sector-XII, Ashirwad Chowk, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
