O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the Dy. Commissioner of Police East District, Delhi, forwarded by the Health & Family Welfare Department, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Anand Sharma allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Anand Sharma at Max Hospital, Patparganj Delhi. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:--
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the Dy. Commissioner of Police East District, Delhi, forwarded by the Health & Family Welfare Department, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Anand Sharma allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Anand Sharma at Max Hospital, Patparganj Delhi(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police, Post Mortem report No. 1503/17, copy of medical record of Max Hospital as provided by the Police.

The Executive Committee observes that Mr Anand Sharma aged 44 years male was admitted to Max Hospital on 29th August 2017 with complaint of pain abdomen for the preceding one month. He was a chronic smoker and a chronic alcoholic. His provisional diagnosis on admission was Acute Abdomen, for which he received appropriate treatment while waiting for a definitive diagnosis based on investigations. CECT scan subsequently revealed calcified abdominal aorta with multiple thrombi with severe narrowing at L2-3 level at the origin of superior mesenteric artery, which also had thrombi in its proximal and distal parts causing 90% narrowing of aorta and 100% narrowing of SMA. He was put on conservative management, which did not result in  any  improvement  in  the 
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patient’s condition. He developed features of  toxemia  and  shock  for  which  he was taken up for exploratory laparotomy, which revealed mesenteric vascular ischaemia with gangrene of the bowel extending from 5 cm distal to DJ flexure up to the hepatic flexure. In view of the low condition of the patient, the abdomen was closed with a laparostomy without any surgical procedure.

Postoperatively, the patient was put on intensive care and dialysis, but he did not improve and succumbed to multiorgan failure.

The Executive committee has the following observations on the management of the patient:-
1. In the first instance, when mesenteric vascular ischaemia was diagnosed on CECT preoperatively, explorative laparotomy could have been considered instead of continuing conservative management. However, in view of the extensive thrombosis of abdominal aorta and SMA and extensive gangrene of the intestine that was revealed on laparotomy, it is uncertain whether such a decision would have resulted in any different result.

2. After performing exploratory laparotomy, resection of the gangrenous bowel with anastomosis/jejunostomy & colostomy could have been done instead of closure with laparostomy. However, the patient’s condition probably did not permit such an extensive surgery and therefore a laparostomy was done with a plan to re-explore if the patient’s condition improved. Whether such an action would have had any beneficial effect is open to question.

3. The line of management followed in this patient being more or less similar to that followed in most surgical centres in the country with similar results in most cases.    
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that late Shri Anand Sharma was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Hospital, Patparganj Delhi.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
