O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Laxmi Narayan, r/o- 2440/184, Talab Road, Tri Nagar, Delhi-110035, alleging negligence in the preparation of blood report by Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Laxmi Narayan, r/o- 2440/184, Talab Road, Tri Nagar, Delhi-110035, alleging negligence in the preparation of blood report by Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. P.K. Bhardwaj, Medical Director & Head of Department of General & Advanced Minimally Invasive Surgery, Saroj Super Specialty Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Kavita Bhardwaj, Dr. Ramesh Garg and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the complainant Shri. Laxmi Narayan was admitted on 03rd May, 2017 with fever and vomiting in Saroj Super Specialty Hospital. During his admission his blood report showed high levels of PSA (Prostate Specific Antigen)  27.6 ng/mI. Subsequently his PSA levels came normal on two subsequents reports on 02nd August, 2017 by Biodiagnostic Lab and on 10th August, 2017 by Lal Path Lab. The complainant alleged negligence in the preparation of blood test report by doctors of Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.

Dr.Ramesh Garg in his written statement averred that this patient named Mr. Laxmi Narayan, 57 years male s/o Shri. Tika Ram was admitted in his unit on 03rd May, 2017 at 11:08 am with the complaint of fever and vomiting. Patient was investigated and treated as per medical ethics and patient responded and  was   discharged   on  06th  May ,  2017  in   satisfactory  condition.  The abnormal investigation were raised high total count and PSA and BPH. Patient and relatives were told about the same and were advised to come for follow up on 12th May, 2017/ Friday at 04 to 05 pm in OPD. The same was also given to them in writing in the discharge slip. But they never came for follow up. Patient and relatives were told that high PSA does not means CA prostate , because it increases also in various other condition like Benign prostatic hyperplasia, Genito Urinary infection, retention of urine and even after P/R examination, cystoscopy etc. He was also informed that if PSA increase because of infection, it comes down in due course of time once infection is cured and immediately repeating the test will not be of any use. In this case               increase PSA was probably due to UTI. Lastly, they have written in diagnosis also that it is BPH and not cancer of prostate.
The Executive Committee is of the opinion that the raised PSA levels can be seen in many others conditions other than cancer prostate as mentioned by pathology and treating consultant.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case is made out of negligence in the preparation of blood report by Saroj Super Specialty Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
