O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, Central District, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of baby Saira Mittal d/o Shri. Sameer Mittal allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to baby Saira Mittal at Shri Jeewan Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 18.11.2016.. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, Central District, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of baby Saira Mittal d/o Shri. Sameer Mittal allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to baby Saira Mittal at Shri Jeewan Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 18.11.2016.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of medical records of Shri Jeewan Hospital, post-mortem report No. 1180/2016 dated 21.11.2016, subsequent opinion regarding cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report No. 1180/2016 and other documents, as supplied by the police.
The Executive Committee observes that this newborn baby (7days old female) was admitted in Shree Jeewan Hospital on 17th November, 2016 as a case of high grade fever, decreased oral acceptance and yellowish discoloration of body. The baby was diagnosed  as  a  case of early septicaemia. Investigation also showed feature of septicaemia (raised CRP-90mg/L, raised serum bilirubin (11.83 mg/dl) and neutrophils (80 degree). She was being treated with broad spectrum antibiotics and other supportive treatment . However she didn’t improve and expired on next day 18th November, 2016.The treatment given was proper and required  investigations 
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were also done.  Post Mortem report also showed cause of death as septicaemia with multi organ involvement resulting into septic shock.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the new born baby was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Shri Jeewan Hospital, in the treatment administered to baby Saira Mittal.

Matter  stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
