O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Nirmal r/o. DU-81, Pitampura, Delhi – 110088, referred by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Amar Singhal of Maharaj Agrasen Heart & Research Centre, West Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband late Maman Chand at Maharaja Agrasen Heart Institute and Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Institute), resulting in his death on 12.4.2005.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Bikram Walia, Medical Director, Maharaja Agrasen Heart & Research Institute, written statement of Dr Amar Singhal as made to Directorate of Health Services and copy of medical records of Maharaja Agrasen Heart & Research Centre as supplied by Directorate of Health Services. 

Late Maman Chand (Patient) was admitted in the said Institute on 4.4.05.  He was referred from Ambedkar Hospital as a case of CAD with Acute Interior Wall Myo- Cardial Infarction with Hypertension and with history of fever.  He was a known case of Hypertension with Diabetes Mellitus Type II.   On admission the patient was in a critical condition with all lower vitals.  As a life saving measure, urgent coronary angiography was done on him which revealed 100% stenosis distal RCA.  Hence Primary PTCA was done on RCA successfully with good blood flow.  This also resulted in improvement in ECG.  The patient was also suffering from septicemia which affected other organs like kidney, lungs etc. for which he was treated with antibiotics and other supportive therapy including Haemodialysis.  Finally he developed Acute Respiratory Distress Syndrome and in spite of all efforts, he could not be saved and succumbed to his illnesses.

It is observed by the Council that the treatment provided to the patient in the hospital was within the ambit of known treatment protocol for such clinical conditions as were prevailing at that time.  The primary angiography and primary P.T.C.A is a known protocol of treatment for such patients in cardiogenic shock.
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As such, prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment of late Maman Chand at Maharaja Agrasen Heart Institute and Research Centre.  He died of the natural sequilae of the primary illnesses.

The complaints stands disposed.
