O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Moti Nagar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Master Preet s/o Shri Hirdesh Kumar, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to the deceased at Khetrapal Hospital. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 29th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Moti Nagar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Master Preet s/o Shri Hirdesh Kumar, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered at Khetrapal Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused  the representation from the police, Post Mortem report no. 619/2005, subsequent opinion report dated 23.05.2018 and other documents as  provided by the police.

The Executive Committee observes that Master Preet s/o Shri Hirdesh Kumar, 8 months old baby was admitted in Khetarpal Hospital on 03rd August, 2005 with complaints of loose stools with blood & mucus, mild grade fever, vomitings and decreased urine output . The baby was diagnosed as a case of acute gastroenteritis with dehydration with pneumonia with pre renal failure. He was given IV fluids, antibiotics and other supportive treatment. The investigations showed that the baby had high serum creatinine, high blood urea-suggestive of acute kidney injury as a result of dehydration and high total leucocyte count- a feature of sepsis. The child also had very low haemoglobin (6.5gm) . Thus this child had septicaemia with multiorgan involvement and prognosis in such cases is poor, inspite of treatment. As per the records, the baby was given proper treatment but unfortunately did not improve and expired on 04th August, 2005. Post mortem report has also concluded that death in this case occurred as a result of Acute Gastroenteritis with dehydration with sepsis with dyselectrolytemia with renal failure.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors Khetrapal Hospital, in the treatment administered to Master Preet .

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 29th June, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
