O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chandra Joshi & Others, Village Khempur, PO Gebuwa, Kaldungi, Nainital, Uttrakhand, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Service against Venu Eye Institute & Research Centre.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2019  is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chandra Joshi & Others, Village Khempur, PO Gebuwa, Kaldungi, Nainital, Uttrakhand(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Service against Venu Eye Institute & Research Centre.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and other documents forwarded by  the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi. 

The Executive Committee observes that Shri Ramesh Chandra Joshi, 80 years old male, presented to Ramnagar Branch of Venu Eye Institute and Research Centre on 06th October, 2017. He was diagnosed to be having cataract in right eye and underwent uncomplicated cataract surgery with PCIOL on 13th October, 2017.  Patient presented to the hospital with complaints of  pain and redness on 15th October, 2018. He was diagnosed with endophthalmitis and referred to the main Hospital (Venu Eye Institute & Research Centre) in Delhi. He was seen in Venu Eye Hospital and Research Centre and the diagnosis was confirmed along with corneal abscess. He underwent Parsplana Vitrectomy + Intravitreal vancomycin + ceftazidime + dexamethasone under VGVP/NVP. He was seen treated regularly in the Institute and had to further undergo Therapeutic (Penetrating Keratoplasty) PK, right vitrectomy and temporary Keratoprosthesis . He was seen, continuously, at Venu Eye Institute Delhi and then at Ram Nagar till 29th December, 2017. Inspite all this treatment, the eye became pre phthisical with graft failure. His vision right eye went to PL negative. He was subsequently seen at other institutions including RP Centre, All India Institute of Medical Sciences where the diagnosis returned was phthisis bulbi right eye. 

The Executive Committee observes that Endophthalmitis is a dreaded complication of cataract surgery with often poor prognosis despite best of management . It is well described in literature .  Shri Ramesh Chandra Joshi was given treatment as per accepted protocol and followed up regularly. Despite  the adequate treatment, the eye went into phthisis bulbi which is a  known end result of endophthalmitis.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Shri Ramesh Chandra Joshi was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of Venu Eye Institute & Research Centre and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Venu Eye Institute & Research Centre.

Complaint  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th May, 2019.
