O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Gagandeep Kaur, w/o Shri. S.Arvinder Singh, r/o-House No.570, Parmanand Colony, Delhi-110009, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Asha Hans and Hans Hospital, GTB Nagar, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th February, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Gagandeep Kaur, w/o Shri. S.Arvinder Singh, r/o-House No.570, Parmanand Colony, Delhi-110009 (referred hereinafter as the complainant) , alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Asha Hans and Hans Charitable Hospital, GTB Nagar, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment  administered  to complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Director of Hans Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Asha Hans, Dr. Sonia Madaan, Dr. Ravindra Saxena of Hans Charitable Hospital, copy of medical records of Hans Hospital and Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee noted that e Smt.Gagandeep Kaur, 25 years old female, G2P1L1 with previous LSCS done for non progress of labor was admitted on 02nd July, 2018 at 38 weeks of gestation in active labor in the said Hospital. Patient was counseled and was willing for trial of labor. She was progressing normally for sometime but labor did not progress normally later. LSCS was done on 02nd July, 2018, under consent for non progress of labor with previous LSCS. As per the operation notes, head was delivered with difficulty. LSCS was completed, haemostasis achieved and abdomen closed. In the postoperative period, patient developed tachycardia and BP started falling. USG abdomen done at 10:00pm (2nd July, 2018)detected haematoma at uterine stitch line. She was referred to higher centre (Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi) at around 11:00pm (2nd July, 2018) for laparotomy and further management. As per the medical records of the said Hospital Dr. Asha Hans accompanied the patient to Max Hospital for further management. The patient was admitted in Max Hospital on 02nd July, 2018 and underwent emergency exploratory laparotomy wherein the hematoma was drained and the patient was discharge in a stable condition.
In light of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observations:-
1. In this case the delivery of the head was difficult during LSCS which could have resulted in the tear of uterine musculature.

2. Small tears in the uterine musculature sometimes get masked by the clot formation immediately but may have continuous ooze if clot gets dislodged.

3. Continuous ooze from a small tear can result in the haematoma formation.
4. Timely detection of haematoma was done in this case by ordering USG.
5. Patient was referred well in time to a higher centre for further management.

6. Standard management protocols have been observed in this case.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Smt. Gagandeep Kaur was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of Hans Charitable Hospital, hence, prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Hans Charitable Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant at Hans Hospital. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th February, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th February, 2019.
