O R D E R

The Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rishi Kant Bhatnagar alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to his father late Prem Rishi Bhatnagar at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) as a result of which he expired on 29.9.2005.  The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, reply of Medical Superintendent and medical records of the said Hospital.  The following were heard in person:-

1. Shri Rishi Kant Bhatnagar

2. Dr. Ritu Rawat, Medical Superintendent, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital

3. Dr. Raman Puri, Sr. Consultant Cardiologist, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital

4. Dr. S.K. Sogani, Consultant, Neurologist, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital

The complainant categorically stated that he had no complaint against any doctor of the said hospital in respect of treatment provided to his father.  His only grievance was failure of the Hospital to provide adequate care to his late father because of which the patient had a fall from the

bed resulting in temporal ICH with acute SDH in the right parietal region and a small collection over the tentorium.  This necessasited a frontotemporal craniotomy and evacuation of ICH alongwith acute SDH evacuation.  The procedure was a high risk and the ensuing complications, lead to the demise of the patient.  

The respondent in its reply attributed the fall from the bed as an accident and not medical negligence.  It is claimed that the patient fell in spite of side railings on the bed.  Indraprastha Apollo Hospital also has a Safety First program that aims to pro-actively identify patients at risk for falls.  The program includes specific interventions to minimize the risk of falls.  All such interventions were instituted in the present case.  However, such incidents still occur despite all preventive measures.  It is stated that sometimes the patients inadvertently may lose balance and fall from the bed.

The Medical Superintendent of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital regretted that such an incident occurred and conveyed the regrets to the complainant.

It is observed that the patient was on anti coagulants and as such was a high risk candidate for external or internal bleeding, thus a possibility existed that a spontaneous internal bleed could have occurred causing restlessness which resulted in the fall.  The hospital as such has adequate Safety First program to avoid such incident.  The patient subsequently had another intracranial bleed which was a spontaneous bleed.

In view of the above, no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of respondent for this unfortunate accident.
