O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Prashant Sharma r/o B-19, Yadav Nagar, Samaypur, Delhi-110042, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Ekta Hospital, in the treatment of his new born baby at Ekta Hospital, Yadav Nagar, Samaypur Delhi-110042, resulting in his death on 1.10.2018 at Jaipur Golden Hospital, Rohini where the baby subsequently received treatment.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Prashant Sharma r/o B-19, Yadav Nagar, Samaypur, Delhi-110042, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Ekta Hospital, in the treatment of his new born baby at Ekta Hospital, Yadav Nagar, Samaypur Delhi-110042, resulting in his death on 1.10.2018 at Jaipur Golden Hospital, Rohini where the baby subsequently received treatment. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Ekta Hospital, copy of medical records of Ekta Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the Baby of Manjari was born as a terms baby on 27.09.2018 by LSCS (Lower segment Cesarian section) at Ekta Hospital, Yadav Nagar Samaypur, Delhi. The baby cried immediately after birth, his weight was 2.9kg and Apgar score 7,8 and 8. The baby was examined by a pediatrician. He was active and was accepting breast feed. The baby was fine for next 2 days, passed urine and stool, was vaccinated and discharged on 29.9.2018 with the advice to continue exclusive breast feeding and to come back in case of alarming signs like baby lethargic, not taking feed and not passing urine. Later on 30th September, 2018 at 6pm the baby became sick and brought to the same hospital at 10.00 pm. At that time the baby’s condition was serious and since he required NICU care, the doctor advised parent to take the baby to higher centre. The baby was admitted in NICU of Jaipur Golden Hospital in serious condition and expired on 1.10.2018 at 11.48pm. 
It is observed that the baby at the time of discharge from Ekta Hospital on 29th September, 2018, was clinically fit and thus was discharged but subsequently developed septicemia/DIC refractory shock with respiratory failure as is borne out from the death summary of Jaipur Golden Hospital and died inspite of adequate treatment. This sudden deterioration in condition of new born baby is known and carries high mortality.  

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Ekta Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s new born baby. 
Complaint stand disposed. “
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2019.
