O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police station Dwarka South, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Radha T. Nair, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Smt. Radha T. Nair at Manipal Hospital, Human Care Medical Charitable Trust, adjoining MTNL Building, Sector-6, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, resulting in her death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th June, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:

The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police station Dwarka South, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Radha T. Nair, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Smt. Radha T. Nair at Manipal Hospital, Human Care Medical Charitable Trust, adjoining MTNL Building, Sector-6, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075,(referred  hereinafter as the said Hospital) resulting in her death.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, written statement from Human Care Medical Charitable Trust enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ajay Kumar, copy of medical records of Manipal Hospital Human Care Medical Charitable Trust and other documents on record. 
After going through the records, the Executive Committee observed that the patient was a 56 years old lady suffering from Diabetes Mellitus and chronic kidney disease for which she was recently initiated on hemodialysis. She was undergoing the session of hemodialysis after  a  gap of one week and as per records had severe acidosis and hyperkalemia. She developed cardiac arrest soon after initiation of hemodialysis, which is a known complication specially in presence of hyperkalemia.  The resuscitative measures taken by medical team, subsequently were appropriate.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Smt. Radha T. Nair was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of Manipal Hospital, and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Manipal Hospital in the treatment of Smt. Radha T. Nair.
