O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police, seeking opinion on a complaint of Shri Kuwar Pal Singh r/o K-4763, Dakshinpuri, Amedkar Nagar, New Delhi alleging medical negligence in the treatment of Shri Sumit Kumar at Max Hospital, Saket, New Delhi. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th May, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police, seeking opinion on a complaint of Shri Kuwar Pal Singh r/o K-4763, Dakshinpuri, Amedkar Nagar, New Delhi alleging medical negligence in the treatment of Shri Sunit Kumar at Max Hospital, Saket, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, coy of complaint of Shri Kuwar Pal and documents submitted therewith.

It is noted that as per the police representation, a complaint of Shri Kunwar Pal Singh was registered with the police as per which the complainant’s son Shri Sunit Kumar, who was admitted in Max Super Speciality Hospital Saket on 13.03.2019, received some injury on his forehead on 15.3.2019. The doctors of Max Hospital informed that the injury was self inflicted, whereas, complainant’s son told him that the injury was result of assault on him by doctors and staff of Max Hospital. On 19.3.2019 an MLC no. 596921/2019 was initiated at Safdarjung Hospital. It is further averred that the CCTV footage does not have any actual footage of the circumstances under which Shri Sunit Kumar suffered injury nor there is any independent witness regarding the same. The Medical Council is requested to give an opinion regarding any negligence as the part of doctors or staff of Max Super Speciality Hospital. 
The Executive Committee observes on perusal of the medical records of Max Hospital pertaining to admission of Shri Sunit Kumar that the patient Shri Sunit Kumar was admitted in the said hospital on 12.3.2019 with complaint of nausea, vomiting, loss of appetite. He had history of seizure disorder, off medication since two years, chronic alcohol intake (more than a quarter) daily. He was diagnosed as a case of severe delirium tremens, alcohol withdrawal, seizure disorder, chronic alcoholic and tobacco chewer.  He was investigated and treated conservatively. On 13.3.2019 he had sudden seizure (GTCS) with episode of tongue bite. He was attended and given anti epileptic treatment and shifted to ICU. Neurological and ENT consultations were sought. He was managed in ICU with antiepileptic and medication for alcohol and tobacco withdrawal. As per progress notes of 15.03.2019 he became suddenly restless, went from recliner, hit himself and sustained injury at forehead. Sutures were applied to his forehead and psychiatry reference was sought. He continued to have intermittent episode of agitation and restlessness, which were managed with medications advised by psychiatrist. Patient responded to the treatment and improved systematically and he was discharged on 19.3.2019 on medication with advice to follow up. 

As per the medico legal report (49096) dated 19.3.2019 of Safdarjung Hospital of Shri Sunit Kumar; on local examination it was noted that patient already stitched, 3 stitches over forehead, no any external injury seen. 
In light of the above, it is observed that a patient with diagnosis of seizure disorder, severed delirium tremens, alcohol withdrawal, who was on antiepileptic medication and in respect of whom ‘Restraint consent’ to prevent self harm was taken; the possibility that such patient on becoming agitated/restless can inflict self injury cannot be ruled out . 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment of Shri Sunit Kumar at Max Hospital, Saket, New Delhi.
Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th May, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th June, 2019.
