O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Hitesh Gola, H-15/B, 3rd Floor, Street #2, Shakarpur, Delhi-110092, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. H.N. Bajaj of Max Smart Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi-110017, in the treatment of  complainant. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 07th January, 2020 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Hitesh Gola, H-15/B, 3rd Floor, Street #2, Shakarpur, Delhi-110092, (referred hereinafter as the complainant) alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. H.N. Bajaj of Max Smart Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi-110017, (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment of  complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sahar Qureshi, Medical Superintendent, Max Smart Super Specialty Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient Shri. Hitesh Gola was examined by Dr. H.N. Bajaj of Department of Spine Surgery, Institute of Musculoskeletal Sciences, Max Smart Super Specialty Hospital on 16th August, 2018 as per the prescription dated 16.08.2018 which does not bears the signature of Dr. H.N. Bajaj and as per the written statement of Dr. Sahar Qureshi, Medical Superintendent, Max Smart Super Specialty Hospital the prescription is not complete (as the continuation page has not been made available by the complainant); further the complainant on being ask to submit the complete prescription, maintained it was complete. It is noted that as per the said prescription on examination Dr. H.N. Bajaj has observed that the patient had low back pain with left L/L radiation past seven months started post jerk in lift, change of posture painful. On examination complainant was noted to have tenderness minimal L5S1, B/L SLRT -700, EHL-NAD, NS-NAD. Further it is recorded that MRI indicated Grade-I mild Spondylolisthesis. Dr. H.N. Bajaj has advised conservative treatment, do not bend forward to lift weight, core muscle strengthening, seek counseling regarding possible PTSD. 
It is observed that the CT scan  Lumbrosacral Spine report dated 13th March, 2018 of H.O.D, House of Diagnostic, Hargovind Enclave, Delhi-110092 gave an impression of 1. Grade-I Spondylolisthesis L5-S1. 2. Spondylitic disease of Spine (age related). Grade I mild Spondylolisthesis has been recorded by Dr. H.N. Bajaj in his prescription dated 16.8.2018. 
Similarly the report No.F.2-1/Medical Board/2019-Estt.(H.) dated 01.02.2019 of the Medical Board of All India Institute of Medical Sciences has observed “In Grade–I L5-S1 Antero-listhesis, after an appropriate trial of conservative or non-surgical treatment (12 weeks/03 months), if symptoms persist and do not improve or worsen, a surgical intervention may be an option. It is observed that Dr. H.N. Bajaj has also advised conservative treatment in his prescription dated 16.8.2018. 
In light of the observations made herein above, the Executive Committee does not find any infirmity in the prescription dated 16th August, 2018 of Dr. H.N. Bajaj and hence holds that no case of medical negligence or professional misconduct is made out on the part of Dr. H.N. Bajaj of Department of Spine Surgery, Institute of Musculoskeletal Sciences, Max Smart Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 07th January, 2020 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th January, 2020.
