The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Gorakh Natu, r/o- A-129, Phase-1, Sector-03, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Manish Sharma of Pranav Eye Clinic, 204, DDA Flats, Pocket-04, Sector-11, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 02nd July, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Gorakh Natu, r/o- A-129, Phase-1, Sector-03, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Manish Sharma of Pranav Eye Clinic, 204, DDA Flats, Pocket-04, Sector-11, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Manish Sharma, Pranav eye clinic, copy of medical records and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Shri Gorakh Natu 52 years male came to Pranav Eye Clinic on 23.11.2016 where he was seen by Dr. Manish Sharma. A diagnosis of (R) pseudophakia and (L) immature senile cataract (ISC) was made. Vision recorded was (R) 6/6 and (L) 6/60. He was advised (L) cataract surgery. After due investigation patient underwent (L) phacoemulsification on 21.02.2017.  Vision on 10.03.2017 was 6/6 in L/E. He was given reading glasses, on that day. 
On 20.03.2017, came with decrease in vision (L) 2 days.  Cells and flare were noted in the A/C of that eye although vision was still 6/6. He was put on local treatment which continued till 27.05.2017. Subsequently systemic steroids were advised. The inflammation got controlled but recurred again on 09.18.2017 with vision dropping to 6/24. He was also treated for secondary glaucoma.  On 21.08.2017, vision improved to 6/12 which further improved to 6/9 on 21.9.2017 on local treatment. Posterior capsular opacification was also noted. Patient continued on antiglaucoma therapy.  Thereafter, patient was lost to follow up. 
Looking at the records available it seems patient developed a late onset inflammation (uveitis) in L/E after surgery. All necessary treatment as per approved protocol was given and patient followed regularly for almost 10 months after which the patient was lost to follow up. 
The Executive committee is of the opinion that late onset low intensity smoldering uveitis is a known complication for cataract surgery as happened in this case. Treatment given was as per described protocol. 
In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Manish Sharma of Pranav Eye Clinic, 204, DDA Flats, Pocket-04, Sector-11, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to complainant.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 02nd July, 2021 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 23rd July, 2021.
