O R D E R 

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Umesh Gulhar, alleging medical negligence on the part of Respondents 1 to 3 in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Orthonovo Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), resulting in the baby’s death on 27-03-06 at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi, where the baby was subsequently shifted.   The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, joint written statement of respondent 1 to 3, copy of medical records of Orthonova Hospital and heard the following in person :-

Complainant failed to appear in spite of notice.  It is observed that probably the child was suffering from intraventricular hemorrhage which is a known sequally to occur in pre-mature babies and this probably could be the reason for deterioration of the child’s condition after birth.  In the event of occurrence of intraventricular Hemorrhage, the only treatment available is supportive; in the form of inotrope support and ventilatory support.  These measures were appropriately carried out by the treating doctors at Orthonova Hospital.  There do not appear to be any medical negligence in the management of the child at Orthonova Hospital.  

Complaint stands disposed.
