O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Civil Lines, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Teetu @ Dinesh s/o Shri Jaswant Singh, r/o- House No.52/AC-44, Gali No. 17, Aanand Parvat, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Shri. Teetu at Sushruta Trauma Centre, 9 Metcalf Road, Delhi-110054, resulting in his death on 04.10.2011.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd August, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Civil Lines, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Teetu @ Dinesh s/o Shri Jaswant Singh, r/o- House No.52/AC-44, Gali No. 17, Aanand Parvat, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Shri. Teetu at Sushruta Trauma Centre, 9 Metcalf Road, Delhi-110054, resulting in his death on 04.10.2011.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and documents submitted therewith.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient Shri Teetu, 35 years old male was brought to the emergency of Sushruta Trauma Centre on 03.10.2011 in a state of haemorrhagic shock following Road Traffic Incident. He was diagnosed as a case of pelvic fracture with right Sacroiliac joint disruption with fracture of 3rd metatarsal with suspected abdominal injury and was provided non operative treatment including IV fluids, blood transfusions, pelvic binder application to stabilize. He was reviewed by Senior Resident of general surgery to rule out intra-abdominal injuries in view of abdominal distensions and haematuria and a CECT scan of abdomen was advised but patient succumbed to his injuries on 4.10.2011 before getting the CECT scan done. Pelvic fracture with haemorrhagic shock per se carries a high mortality.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sushruta Trauma Centre, in the treatment administered to Shri Teetu .

Complaint stands disposed.”
