O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from police Station, South Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Sunita Devi, Shakurpur, Delhi-110034, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Centre for Sight, 304-309, Ring Road Mall, Sector-03, Rohini, New Delhi-110085, in the treatment of complainant’s son Shri Shiv Kumar.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th July, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from police Station, South Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Sunita Devi, Shakurpur, Delhi-110034, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Centre for Sight, 304-309, Ring Road Mall, Sector-03, Rohini, New Delhi-110085, in the treatment of complainant’s son Shri Shiv Kumar (referred hereinafter as a patient). 
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Smt. Sunita Devi, written statement of Dr. A. K. Nayak Medical Superintendent enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Maj. Naveen K, Dr. Saurabh Arora, and copy of medical records of Centre for Sight, other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee noted that the complaint as put by Smt. Sunita Devi is that her son Mr. Shiv Kumar, 16yr male, apparently lost vision in R/E (Right Eye) after oil removal by Dr. Saurabh Arora at Centre for Sight-Rohini on 13/6/19. The L/E (Left Eye) already was a non seeing eye.

As per the records and statements available, it seems that prior to coming to Centre for Sight, Rohini on 23/1/18, the patient was going to RPC, AIIMS for last 8-9 months where he had been diagnosed as chronic panuveitis both eyes due to Vogt Koyanagi Harada syndrome / Serpiginous Choroiditis. There had been multiple recurrences and he had been given repeated doses of Intravenous Methyl Prednisolone and oral steroids. He had developed complicated cataract in R/E. On 23/1/18 he came to Dr. Naveen K at Centre for Sight, Rohini with loss of vision in L/E and decrease in vision in R/E. His vision was 6/24 R/E and PL+PR accurate L/E. The IOP was 20 mm and 10mm respectively. A diagnosis of R/E complicated cataract with seclusio pupillae and healed serpiginous choroiditis and phthisisbulbi with subretinal fibrosis in L/E was made. This was due to chronic panuveitis sequalae/ VKH.

The treatment as advised at AIIMS was continued. The patient and his mother were explained and counselled regarding loosing vision in R/E in future and nil visual prognosis in L/E even after best possible treatment. The patient maintained a good vision of 6/9 in R/E when seen on 31/7/2018. In his next visit on 14/1/19, however his vision in R/E had dropped to f/c 1 metre which did not improve even after I/V Methyl Prednisolone. The patient refused to go to AIIMS for further management. A second opinion from Dr. Ritesh Narula, Retina consultant at Centre for Sight Dwarka was taken who gave the diagnosis of B/E (both eye) complicated cataract with posterior synechia with no view of fundus. He advised R/E MICS + VR surgery + SOI under poor visual prognosis. Under proper explained and written consent, the patient underwent R/E PPV + PPL + FAE + EL + SOI under nil visual prognosis (NVP) by Dr. Naveen on 18/1/19. Dr. Naveen left CFS on 12/3/19. The patient was seen by Dr. Saurabh Arora , Retina consultant, Centre for Sight, Rohini on 24/4/19 when the vision recorded on R/E was 6/18 and the diagnosis returned was aphakia with emulsified  silicone oil in A/c with PCO. Retina view though hazy appeared attached. The patient was advised SOR + FAE + Sec. PCIOL under poor visual prognosis, Rpt examination on 12/6/19 found a vision drop to 6/60 and same surgical approach was again advised with poor visual prognosis. The patient underwent R/E SOR + Synechiolysis + Sec. PCIOL+ FAE under GVP with proper written consent. Intraoperatively, the retina was found attached with extensive subretinal  exhudative deposits , extensive subretinal degeneration and optic disc pallor. Vision recorded on 26/6/19 in R/Ewas 6/36. However, on 7/8/19 it was noted to have dropped to PL + PR accurate. A recurrence of uveitis was diagnosed and was advised I/V Methyl Prednisolone again. The patient did not comply with the treatment and instead registered a case of negligence. 
The Executive Committee of the opinion that is a known medical fact that uveitis in childhood is a potentially blinding disease and runs a chronic relapsing course. Inspite of best treatment it has a high complication rate. The present case unfortunately fell in this category. Despite giving proper treatment and carrying essential surgical intervention, the relapsing nature of the disease resulted in potential loss of vision in R/E. The L/E had already been lost during the course of the disease. The treating eye surgeons treated the patient on the prescribed line of management to the best of their ability and were not negligent in the services delivered.
In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Centre for Sight, in the treatment of complainant’s son Shri Shiv Kumar.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th  July, 2021 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 23rd July, 2021.
