O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Praveen Gautam, G-391, Mangol Puri, Delhi-110083, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajiv Aggarwal of Jaipur Golden Hospital, Sector-03, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri. Jawahar Lal.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th July, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Praveen Gautam, G-391, Mangol Puri, Delhi-110083, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajiv Aggarwal of Jaipur Golden Hospital, Sector-03, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri. Jawahar Lal (referred hereinafter as a patient). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Nishith Mittal Medical Superintendent, enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Rajiv Aggarwal, copy of medical records of Jaipur Golden Hospital, and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Jawahar Lal, 67 years old male fell from the stairs on 19.10.2020 and sustained fracture of distal radius on the left side. It was a minimally displaced extra-articular fracture which was treated non operatively by closed reduction and a plaster cast done on the day of injury. Patient followed up in the OPD on 22.10.2020 and the check X Ray was satisfactory. He was advised to follow up after 15 days or earlier if needed. His check X Ray on 15.11.2020 was satisfactory. He followed up on 16.11.2020 with no fresh complaints and the check X ray now at 4 weeks showed mild collapse with slight change in alignment. He was advised removal of plaster but the patient did not report back. Patient revisited on 26.11.2020 and was unsatisfied with the outcome.  Meanwhile patient had already taken a second opinion from Saroj hospital on 24.11.2020 where he was advised to continue the plaster. Subsequently patient also took an opinion from Safdarjang Hospital where it was documented to be a case of Reflex Sympathetic Osteodystropy and was managed conservatively.  
The Executive Committee is of the considered opinion that line of treatment adopted in the management of the fracture of distal radius by Dr. Rajiv Aggarwal, through conservative treatment was as per accepted professional practices in such cases. The patient subsequently developed reflex sympathetic dystrophy or Sudeck dystrophy, which is a known complication of such fractures.
In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Rajiv Aggarwal of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri. Jawahar Lal.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th July, 2021 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 23rd July, 2021.
