O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ashish Kumar Singhal, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondents 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to a new born baby of Smt. Garima (Emergency/Day Care Card No. 46209 dated 25.5.2006).  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of respondent 1 & 2 and copy of medical records of G.M. Modi Hospital. The Delhi Medical Council observes that :-

1. Dr. Y. Kuba has admitted that there was a clinical error in writing the dose as 5 ml in stead of 0.5 ml of paracetamol (crocin).  Even though this error was made inadvertently the dose consumed by the patient was about 3 times the usual dose but still within the therapeutically safe limits.  

2. Administration of polio drops does not require any prior check up.  It is safe to administer polio drops as there are no serious adverse effects.

3. The clinical details as per records and as per Dr. Y. Kuba’s statements and also the subsequent course do not seem to justify the need for admission at initial onset of illness.

4. There is no clear evidence from the available records that the infant’s illness has any relation to initial delivery procedure or polio drops.

In view of the above, there appears to be no negligence in the treatment of the patient. 

Complaint stands disposed.
