The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint No. 363 – a suo motu action initiated by Delhi Medical Council against Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta for an act of tampering with the Delhi Medical Council registration certificate, thereby committing professional misconduct.  The misconduct came to the notice of the Delhi Medical Council, when Delhi Medical Council registration certificate No. 12828 dated 7th August, 2001 was submitted to Delhi Medical Council by Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta for renewal of registration.  Delhi Medical Council registration certificate No. 12828 was issued in the name of Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta, however, Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta added Rakesh Mahajan on his own, to the name mentioned therein the certificate, ostensibly because he had changed his name to Rakesh Mahajan.  
The Delhi Medical Council was appalled at the action of Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta in tampering the Delhi Medical Council registration certificate No. 12828, which was not ethical.  The apology tendered by Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta in his statement of defence was accepted.  A warning is issued to Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta alias Rakesh Mahajan for this misconduct, stricture to be recorded in the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council.

Complaint stands disposed.
