O R D E R

The complaint of Shri Rama Nand Malviya against Dr. Anuradha Tuli came up for hearing before the Delhi Medical Council on 5th August, 2003.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, the reply of Dr. Anuradha Tuli and other documents on record.  The following were heard in person :-

(a) Shri Rama Nand Malviya

(b) Dr. Anuradha Tuli

It is the case of the complainant that his seven years old daughter, Akanksha, had an X-ray taken at Care Polyclinic, Nil-26, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi for a problem in the left elbow.  Dr. Anuradha Tuli, a Radiologist, reported on the X-ray that the bones and spaced in the elbow joint was normal and there was no evidence of bony injury.  Being satisfied and relieved with that report, the complainant did not follow up on his child’s condition even though the pain in her left elbow persisted, till 16th November, 2002, when, Akanksha had another X-ray done at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital which confirmed a displacement of radial epiphysis in the left elbow which was around one and half months old.  It is the contention of the complainant that his child did not receive the correct and orderly treatment in time because of the wrong diagnosis made by Dr. Anuradha Tuli as a result of which her ailment has become more serious.

It was established during the course of the enquiry that Dr. Anuradha Tuli did report on the X-ray of Akanksha on 2.10.2002 stating it was normal.  The report suggests it was of right elbow.  The Respondent was not the treating physician of Akanksha.  However, when the X-ray in question was shown to the Respondent, she admitted that she had reported on the same X-ray and that it did show slipped radial epiphysis which she missed in the diagnosis reported by her on 2.10.2002.

The complainant had made a statement that the X-ray report in issue was shown to Dr. Narender, holder of a B.A.M.S. qualification on 2.10.2002.  It is difficult to comprehend when the X-ray report stated that it was of right elbow and Akanksha was having swelling in her left elbow, why didn’t the treating physician or the parents take cognizance of this fact.  

In view of the observations made hereinabove and the facts and circumstances of this case, it is the decision of this Council that Dr. Anuradha Tuli erred in not making the correct diagnosis, however, the chain of events which followed subsequently in relation to the deterioration of the problem in Akanksha left elbow cannot be directly and solely attributable to the X-ray report of Dr.Anuradha Tuli, in fact for the same the complainant has to share the blame for not being vigilant in respect to Akanksha’s health.  The Delhi Medical Council issues a warning to Dr. Anuradha Tuli and directs her to be more careful in future.  Censure to be recorded in the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council.
