ORDER
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Gopal Malviya, Asst. Manager (Vig.), Delhi State Civil Supplies Corporation Ltd., forwarded by Medical Council of India, against Dr. Mahendra Kumar of Jindal Clinic & Hospital, New Delhi, alleging unethical conduct on the part Dr. Mahendra Kumar, in issuance of a medical certificate (for the period 12.11.2007 – 16.12.2007) without any medical basis to one Shri Jagdish Kumar.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Mahendra Kumar and  medical certificate in question.  

The Delhi Medical Council observes that for the duration of medical certificate i.e. 12.11.2007 to 16.12.2007, the patient Shri Jagdish Kumar consulted Dr. Mahendra Kumar Jindal on 12.11.2007, 20.11.2007, 29.11.2007, 6.12.2007 and 15.12.2007 for his backache related problem.  

In view of the same, the medical certificate issued for the period mentioned therein, was in accordance with the accepted professional practices in such cases.  However, Dr. Mahendra Kumar Jindal is advised to adhere to Regulation 1.3.3 of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002 and prepare the medical certificate, as and when there is a requirement, in terms of the format prescribed as Appendix 2 to the aforesaid Regulations. 

Matter stands disposed.
