O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Kiran Dutta r/o. C-84, East of Kailash, Second Floor, New Delhi, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Jasbir Chandna, D-8, Greater Kailash Enclave-II, New Delhi – 110048, in issuance of a medical certificate on 9.2.2007.

The medical certificate stated “Certified that Ms. Kiran was my patient in year 2002 & 2003, even before her marriage she had ammenorrhaea.  They knew that she has reached menopause.”  
The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Jasbir Chandna made to Medical Council of India, other documents on record and heard the following in person :-

1) Ms. Kiran Dutta

2) Dr. Jasbir Chandna

It was established during the course of inquiry that the medical certificate in question in name of Ms. Kiran Dutta was issued to her husband and not to Ms. Kiran Dutta.  According to Dr. Jasbir Chandna Ms. Kiran Dutta’s husband approached her for issuance of the certificate in question as it would facilitate adoption of a child and that the certificate was issued by her after assessing the patient and her laboratory test reports.  

In view of the above, it is observed that the act of Dr. Jasbir Chandna in issuing a certificate detailing the medical condition of a patient not to and not at the behest of the patient but to a third person that being her husband in this case was highly unprofessional.  It is further held that issuing  a  certificate  with  incomplete information regarding status of both husband and wife as it

was a case of infertility reflects the dearth of medical knowledge on the part of Dr. Jasbir Chandna with regard to cases of such nature, as any statement / certification regarding infertile couple should mention all the details of the couple before certifying that there will be no childbearing and with modern assisted reproductive techniques available these days, even a menopausal female can become pregnant.  

The Delhi Medical Council, therefore, issues a warning to Dr. Jasbir Chandna (DMC registration No. 4246) for the abovementioned acts of professional misconduct; stricture to be recorded in the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council.

Complaint stands disposed.
