The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajesh Kumar Sharma, WZ-40A, Todapur, Dusghera, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Paul Nursing Home & Child Care Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Lalita at Paul Nursing Home & Child Care Centre.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Gauri Paul, Dr. Ginni Sharma, Dr. Pankaj Paul, Medical Superintendent, Paul Nursing Home & Child Care Centre, copy of medical records of Paul Nursing Home & Child Care Centre, Lok Nayak Hospital, other documents on records and heard the following in person :-

The complainant Shri Rajesh Kumar Sharma failed to appear in spite of notice. 

The Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient Mrs. Lalita had delivered a female baby on 1.4.2007 in Paul Nursing Home & Child Care Centre and has post partum ligation done on 2.4.2007 by Dr. Ginni Sharma who is MD (Obst. & Gynae.) and fully trained to perform ligation.  The consent was taken in Hindi which clearly states failure rate of 1 %.  The patient later presented on 3.3.2008 with upper abdominal pain and vomiting and a diagnosis of colitis was made.  Urine pregnancy test was not done.  She improved.  She was readmitted on 9.7.2008 for severe pain abdomen.  Urine pregnancy test was negative.  Ultrasound was done on time which diagnosed haemorrhagc fluid in abdomen and a laparatomy was advised.  Patient was referred in time to Lok Nayak Hospital where timely laparotomy saved patient’s life and findings were of acute or chronic ectopic pregnancy.  The attending doctors at Paul Nursing Home & Child Care Centre treated her with reasonable and acceptable standard of care.  It is unlikely to be ectopic pregnancy on 3.3.2008 as an ectopic pregnancy would not have gone undetected from 3.3.2008 to 9.7.2008 when she was ultimately diagnosed and treated for ectopic pregnancy.  
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It is, therefore, the decision of Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Ginni Sharma as failure of sterilization and risk of ectopic pregnancy is well documented in the medical literature. 
Complaint stands disposed.
