With reference to your letter No. Nil dated 30.8.2008 on the subject noted above, this is to inform that the Delhi Medical Council, on examining your letter under reference has observed that as per Explanation to Sub-section (2) of section 21 of Delhi Medical Council Act, a registered medical practitioner is deemed to be guilty of misconduct, if, he is convicted by a criminal court for an offence which involves moral turpitude and which is cognizable within the meaning of Cr. PC.


It is, therefore, held that unless a registered practitioner is convicted by a criminal court, he cannot be deemed to be guilty of professional misconduct warranting disciplinary action.  Hence, at this stage, no action is warranted against Dr. Jwala Prasad.
