O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from Directorate of Health Services, seeking an inquiry on a complaint of Smt. Shilpi Mishra r/o. B-138, Anukampa Apartments, Abhay Khand-IV, Indrapuram, New Delhi, against Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to her son late Shaunak Mishra at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the reference from Directorate of Health Services, complaint of Smt. Shilpi Mishra, reply of Dr. Ritu Rawat, Medi cal Superintendent, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital alongwith copy of medical records as forwarded by Directorate of Health Services.  It is noted from the reference from Medical Superintendent Nursing Homes that the Delhi Medical Council has been asked to determine the issue of medical negligence, if any, committed in the treatment administered to late Master Shaunak Mishra, son of the complainant, at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi.  It is, therefore, observed that even though late Master Shaunak Mishra had received initial treatment at Sarvodaya Hospital, Vaishali, Ghaziabad and Fortis Hospital, Noida, the scope of this enquiry is only confined to the issue of medical negligence, if any committed at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital where late Master Shaunak (referred hereinafter as the patient) was subsequently shifted on 23.9.2008 and expired on 25.9.2008.    

The Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient was initially treated at Sarvodaya Hospital, Ghaziabad and Fortis Hospital, Noida and was diagnosed as Degue hemorrhagic fever and treated accordingly although no investigations were positive.  Patient Child was transferred to Indraprastha Apollo Hospital when he deteriorated and went into shock and respiratory failure.  Patient reached Indraprastha Apollo Hospital on 23rd September, 2008 at 4.15 pm.  Child was received intubated on IPPV and was in shock.  He had hemorrhagic manifestations as well.  At Indraprastha Apollo Hospital the patient was put on ventilator and appropriate drugs including vaso-pressors were given.  The patient received FFP and platelet concentrates as well.  The patient did not show any response and died at 9.45 am on 25.9.2008.    
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment adopted by the doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi was in accordance with the accepted professional practices in such cases and prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against doctors of Indrparastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi.
Complaint stands disposed.
