ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Burari, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Meenu w/o. Sanju r/o. A-123, Binda Pur, Delhi, on a complaint of Smt. Manju Bala r/o. 29/37, Gali No. 10, Mata Chowk, Burari, Delhi, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Meenu, resulting in her death on 8.11.2008 at Sunderlal Jain Hospital, Ashok Vihar Phase-III, Delhi – 110052.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation from Police, written statement of Smt. Sushila Raj, Dr. R.C. Panda Medical Superintendent, Sunderlal Jain Hospital, copy of medical records of Sunderlal Jain Hospital, Post Mortem report No. 734/08, other documents on record and heard the following in person :-

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that the patient Late Meenu (referred hereinafter as the patient) with history of vaginal delivery at about 2.30 pm (8.11.2008) followed by inversion of uterus, was admitted in Sunderlal Jain Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) at 4.15 pm on 8.11.2008, in a state of shock.  She was diagnosed as a case of post partum hemorrhagic shock with uterine inversion.  She was intubated and put on ventilator SIMV.  Manual reposition of
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the inverted uterus was done under guidance of ultrasound.  The patient condition continued to remain critical and in spite of all resuscitative measures she could not be revived and was declared dead at 8.25 pm (8.11.2008).   The cause of death as per post mortem report No. 734/08 dated 14.11.2008 was shock and haemorrhage as a result of uncontrolled bleeding for uncontracted gravid uterus.  
As per the representation of police, a complaint was lodged by Smt. Manju Bala w/o. Shri Raj Satia r/o. Gali No. 10 Mata Chowk Jharoda (Sister of mother in law of deceased Meena) in which she alleged that on 8.11.2008 her sister Sushma w/o. Shri Ashok r/o. A-123, Binda Pura, Delhi had come to her house alongwith her son Sanjay and her pregnant daughter-in-law Meenu.  They took Meenu to a nurse Sushila Raj at her house at Gali No. 10, Surender Colony Part-II, Jharoda, Delhi for check up.  Sushila Raj after check-up told that time of delivery has come and she can do it perfectly.  Sushila Raj kept Meenu in her house and started the process of treatment for delivery.  She sent them back to their house and at about 2.30 pm Sushila Raj informed that baby has been delivered.  They reached there and found a female baby delivered by Meenu.  Sushila Raj further informed that one more baby has yet to be delivered.  She compressed the stomach of Meenu and her uterus came out from the body and she got serious.  Sushila Raj took her to a private nursing home and then to Sunderlal Jain Hospital where Meenu expired at about 8.30 pm.  During investigation of the case, it was found that the alleged nurse Sushila Raj is employed with CGHS Dispensary as a nurse.  She got done the process of delivery of deceased Meenu at her house without medical facilities available at her house.  
Smt. Manju Bala in her submissions to the Delhi Medical Council reiterated her assertions made in her written complaint to Police Station Burari, as stated hereinbefore.  
Smt. Sushila Raj in her written statement averred that she is working as a Nursing Sister at CGHS dispensary at Kingsway Camp.    She did not know late Meenu nor she conducted any delivery of her’s.  On 8.11.2008 she was on duty and that she is being falsely implicated in this case.  

In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council arrived at the following findings :-

1) It is apparent from the post mortem report and medical records of Sunderlal Jain Hospital that the delivery of the patient was conducted in a negligent manner outside a hospital set-up without supervision of a qualified registered medical practitioner.  A planned delivery is required to be 
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conducted in a Nursing Home / Hospital which is equipped with basic facilities for the said purpose and registered with the appropriate authorities.  The fact that the patient was admitted in a state of shock, at Sunderlal Jain Hospital shows that prior to her admission, no proper treatment was administered to control her excessive bleeding which led to haemorrhagic shock.   The inversion of uterus is a phenomenon which happens when undue pressure is applied to the abdomen and is generally known to be a major complication which can lead to post partum collapse. Lack of appropriate timely treatment can exacerbate the problem, which in this case happened, resulting in the hemorrhagic shock and death.

2) The line of treatment adopted in the management of the patient at Sunderlal Jain Hospital was in accordance with accepted professional practices in such cases and no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Sunderlal Jain Hospital. 

3) The Delhi Medical Council could not reconcile the fact as to whether the delivery was conducted by Smt. Sushila Raj in light of her denial and assertion by the deceased’s relatives   Smt. Manju Bala, Shri Sanjay that it was carried out by Smt. Sushila Raj.  Smt. Sushila Raj also did not produce her certificate of registration with the Delhi Nursing Council.  The Police may investigate the role of Smt. Sushila Raj to fasten culpability for the death of late Meenu.  
Matter stands disposed.
