The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Nidhi Aggarwal r/o. F-53, IIT Roorkee, Haridwar, Uttrakhand, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Gorav Gupta, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Mrs. Rama Aggarwal.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Gaurav Gupta, copy of medical records of Tulasi Psychiatric & Rehabilitation Centre and other documents as forwarded by Medical Council of India.  

It is noted that Dr. Gaurav Gupta is registered with Delhi Medical Council and is a qualified Psychiatrist.

The patient was diagnosed as Paranoid Schizophrenia and received treatment at Tulasi Psychiatric & Rehabilitation Centre from 25th September, 2008 to 4th October, 2008 under Dr. Gaurav Gupta.  The patient was treated in accordance with accepted professional practices in such cases.  It is also observed that the patient has been found at Sitaram Bhartiya Institute of Science and Research, Delhi in 2005, to be exhibiting symptoms which also support the diagnosis of Paranoid Schizophrenia. Prima facie, no case of medical negligence or professional misconduct is made out against Dr. Gaurav Gupta.

Complaint stands disposed.
