The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Om Veer Sharma against Kolmet Hospital, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi.

Neither the complainant nor defendant appeared on the date of hearing (16th September, 2003).  The Council examined the case on the merits after perusing the complaint, reply of Medical Superintendent, Kolmet Hospital and documents on record.

As per the documents on record, the patient (Smt. Roshini Devi) was admitted in Kolmet Hospital on 10.10.2002 at 10.30 PM, was seen by attending doctors; she delivered a live baby by normal vaginal delivery which was conducted by the attending obstetrician and a paediatrician was also in attendance.  There is nothing on record to corroborate the allegation of the complainant that the head of the baby of Smt. Rohini Devi was out before she was transferred to the labour room.
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence was found in the management of the patient.
