O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Uday Kumar Poddar r/o. G-382, Ulka -2, Greater Noida, UP, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. C.P. Roy of Max Devki Devi Heart & Vascular Institute, 3, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Pashupati Poddar at the said Hospital.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint and copy of medical records of Max Devki Devi Heart & Vascular Institute and G.B. Pant Hospital as submitted by the complainant.

It is noted that the patient Shri Pashupati Poddar had Triple Vessel disease according to angiograply done on 9th December, 2008 at the said Hospital, and he underwent angioplasty and stent to LAD, RCA and only Balloon to LCx.  He complained of pain again on 14th May, 2009 and had repeat angiography at G.B. Pant Hospital in which LCx was found to be 90% occluded and Right Coronary Artery – 100% occluded.   The patient had Restenosis in two arteries and undergone had repeat angioplasty at G.B. Pant Hospital.

Restenosis is well known phenomenon occurring in 5% of patients after balloon angioplasty or stent.  

Prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. C.P. Roy of Max Devki Devi Heart & Vascular Institute, Saket, New Delhi.   

Complaint stands disposed.
