O R D E R 
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Iqbal Ahmed r/o. 2, Kotla Lane, Near Bal Bhawan, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. A. Khalique of Samra Hospital, C-3/52A-53A, Yamuna Vihar, Delhi, in the treatment administered to his wife Smt. Shakeela (referred hereinafter as the patient).  
The Delhi Medical Council noted that the notices sent to the complainant had returned undelivered with noting from postal department that “house has been demolished.”

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Abdul Khalique, copy of medical records of Samra Hospital, C-3/52A-53A, Yamuna Vihar, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) and other documents on record.  

Dr. Abdul Khalique was heard in person.  

Dr. Abdul Khalique stated that the patient named Smt. Shakila, aged 35 years, came with complaints of lower abdominal pain.  She also had multiple fibroid uterus.  The patient underwent transverse abdominal hysterectomy, a standard procedure after proper investigation and thorough checkup.  He further stated that no gynaecological opinion was taken by him.  He has performed thousands of such operations in his 22 years career of surgical practice.

In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council makes the following observations :-
1. The patient was admitted in the said Hospital with Acute pain abdomen in emergency on the night of 19th July, 2009.  Patient had history of Mitral valve replacement (1 year back) and was on anticoagulant (warfarin) and persantin (antiplatelet).  Patient was investigated for acute pain abdomen and USG showed multiple fibroid uterus.   Patient was operated (Hysterectomy was done on 21.7.2009) assuming cause of pain being fibroid uterus.  At no point of time gynaecological opinion for fibroid uterus as cause of pain abdomen and regarding urgency of surgery was sought.
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2. Drugs like persantin needs to be stopped 5-7 days before any elective surgery, otherwise there is risk of bleeding.  This standard protocol was not followed in this case.
3. Post-operatively patient went into Renal failure paralytic ileus and then DIC (most probable cause being excessive bleeding as post operative complication, as indicated by pre operative Hb 13 gm% of dropping down to 4.5 gm% post operatively.   Post-operatively on 7th day, patient had USG guided aspiration showing 250-280 cc hemorrhagic fluid and draining tube about 1100 CC.  Patient was shifted to Lok Nayak Hospital on 5.8.2009.
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council the there was no urgency of (hysterectomy) surgery in fibroid uterus (moreover when the patient was on antiplatelet and Anticoagulant before surgery), though patient was managed diligently post operatively (12 units of blood (8 units + 4 FFP) transfused and kept in ICU.  Since the patient had 1100 cc of hemorrhagic fluid in drain and 250-280 cc of USG guided aspiration was done, the patient should have been more judiciously examined / investigated to ascertain the cause of bleed and subsequent renal failure septicemia then DIC.   
It is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that Dr. Abdul Khalique (DMC registration No. 16900) failed to exercise reasonable degree of skill, knowledge and care in the treatment / management of the patient Smt. Shakeela.  
The Delhi Medical Council, therefore, issues a warning to Dr. Abdul Khalique (DMC registration No. 16900).

Complaint stands disposed.
