ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Raj Kumar Sharma r/o. A-53, MIG, Sector-2, Rohini, Delhi – 110085, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Veena Nursing Home, 3/A-1, Sector-8, Rohini, Delhi-110085 (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Raj Rani (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Veena Nursing Home.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Veena Aggarwal of Veena Nursing Home, copy of medical records of Veena Nursing Home and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that the patient Mrs. Raj Rani, 48 years old, underwent vaginal hysterectomy on 6th February, 2010 at Veena Nursing Home.  The procedure was performed by Dr. Shyam Kothari assisted by Dr.  Veena  Aggarwal.    The  patient  was  discharged  on  9th 
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February, 2010.  The patient was re-admitted at Veena Nursing Home (on 12th February, 2010) with signs and symptoms of intestinal obstruction on sixth day post operatively.  The C.T. Scan whole abdomen report dated 14th February, 2010 of Saral diagnostics revealed “small bowel obstruction with abrupt narrowing in a mid ileal loop? adhesion? stricture minimal ascities.”

The patient underwent exploratory laprotomy on 14th February, 2010 and was discharged on 3rd March, 2010.

The Delhi Medical Council observes that in this case the patient was suffering from DUB for which she was taken up for hysterectomy.   During  the  post  operative  period  she  developed features of intestinal obstruction which on C.T. Scan examinations was found to be due to ileal obstruction.  Laparotomy revealed evidence of solitary stricture in the mid ileal region which does not appear to be due to post-operative complications such as adhesions and appears unrelated to gynaecological illness or surgery.  

It is, therefore, the decision of Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Veena Aggarwal in the treatment administered to Mrs. Raj Rani. 

Complaint stands disposed.
