The Delhi Medical Council  examined a complaint of Shri Gulshan Jit Singh Ahluwalia r/o. 17B/28, Dev Nagar, Karol Bagh, New Delhi – 110005, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Charan Jit Kaur at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi – 110085, resulting in her death on 8.3.2008 at Fortis Hospital, Noida where she subsequently received treatment.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ashok K. Vaid, Dr. Vineet Talwar, Dr. Prem Prakash Singh Medical Superintendent, Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, copy of medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre and other documents on record.  

The Delhi Medical Council observes that Mrs. Charan Jit Kaur was diagnosed, operated and treated according to standard treatment protocol of that time (2004).  It is also noted that as per records biopsy was conducted after the surgery, as is evident from biopsy report dated 29th October, 2004.  Herceptin test in early stages of disease came into guideline only recently (since 2006).  Also anti cancer therapy carries definitive risk of injury to patients; which has to be counter balanced with the chances of curing from cancer therapy in view of its effects on body, which may appear even few years after completion of therapy.   

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against the doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to late Charan Jit Kaur.

Complaint stands disposed.
