O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ajay Kabra alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital in the treatment administered by them to his father late Shri M.C. Kabra which resulted in his death on 10.5.2003.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Medical Director of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, case papers of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital and heard the following in person :-

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

(1) Late Shri M.C. Kabra (hereinafter referred to as the patient) was a case of hypotension with Chronic Renal failure with a single functioning left kidney.  He underwent stenting on the left side in March 2003 at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, subsequent to which his condition improved.

(2) Late Shri M.C. Kabra was admitted again at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital on 7.5.2003 for DJ Stent removal, which was carried out on 8.5.2003.  Subsequently, the patient developed septicemia, a sequalae of lower urinary tract instrumentation, which led to his death on 10.5.2003.  

In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that :-

(a) The line of treatment adopted by doctors of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital in treating the patient was in accordance with the accepted professional practice in such cases.  

(b) The doctors of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital involved in the management of the case exercised reasonable degree of skill, knowledge and provided due care to the patient. 

(c) Septicaemia, which the patient developed, is a known complication of lower urinary tract instrumentation. 

(d) The death of late Shri M.C. Kabra cannot be attributed to any act of medical negligence on the part of doctors of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital.  

Complaint stands disposed.
