The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Praveen Kumar Sharma s/o. Shri Madan 
Mohan Sharma r/o. Block ‘S’, H.No.16A, Mohan Garden, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi – 110059, 
alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of ESI Hospital, Basaidarapur, Delhi (MRD 
No. 2569), in the treatment administered to his wife late Poonam Sharma (referred hereinafter as 
the patient), resulting in her death on 29.1.2010.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Sarita Gupta, Dr. Taru Gupta, Dr. Yumnam Nelson and Dr. Abhay Anand filed by Dr. Surinder Kumar, Medical Superintendent, E.S.I. Hospital, copy of medical records of ESI Hospital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that patient late  Smt. Poonam, 22 years female, Insurance no. 10037847  was  admitted  in ANC ward of  E.S.I.  Hospital  on  28/1/10   at  1.35  p.m.  from  Gyane.

O.P.D. for observation as patient complained of weakness and dizziness.  Patient’s vital were stable on admission.  She was found to be 24-26 weeks pregnant on antenatal examination.  She was advised IV fluids, high protein diet and Tab. PCM SOS.  Patient was shifted to labour room at 4.00 p.m. and medical reference was sent and U.S.G. was done. U.S.G showed single live fetus of 22 weeks and 5 days and no retroplacentalclot.  The physician advised hemoglobin and platelet count and reports were found to be within normal limits. Patient remained comfortable and at 5.45 a.m. on 29/1/10 patient had massive bleeding from nose and mouth and her pulse and blood pressure became unrecordable.  Resuscitative measures were taken and calls sent to ICU, ENT and medicine.  Patient was put on ventilator by anesthetist and resuscitative measures were initiated, but patient could not be revived.  Patient was declared dead at 7.50 a.m. on 29/1/10.  Cause of death as per the hospital records was : Haemetemesis with Hemorrhagic shock  with aspiration.

The Delhi Medical Council observes that patient was admitted for dizziness with pregnancy of five months duration. Hyderation drip was given.  All investigations done were found to be within normal limits.  Sudden massive bout of epistaxis/Haematemesis probably caused aspiration which led to collapse of patient.  Despite all resuscitative measures, patient could not be revived.

It is, therefore, the decision of Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of E.S.I. Hospital in the treatment administered to late Poonam Sharma.
