O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined complaint of Shri Greesh Dhir, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Hage Tayo, in the treatment administered by the respondent to the complainant’s mother late Praveen Lata Dhir (referred hereinafter as the patient) at G.M. Modi Hospital.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Hage Tayo, case papers of G.M. Modi Hospital and heard the following in person :-

It is a case of the complaint that the respondent failed to detect occurrence of “Acute major heart attack” from the ECG report when the patient was examined by him with a complaint of chest pain on 16th July, 2000 at G.M. Modi Hospital.  Dr. Hage Tayo attributed the chest pain to acidity as  a  result  of  ulcers  in  the  stomach  and  prescribed  medicine  for the same; thereafter without

keeping the patient under observation, discharged her.  The failure to timely detect symptom of a heart attack, resulted in the death of complainant’s mother and the same constitutes an act of medical negligence on the part of the respondent and G.M. Modi Hospital.

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

(1) As per the emergency card of G.M. Modi Hospital, the patient was examined by the respondent on 16.7.2003 at 3.00 PM for epigastric pain.

The respondent advised ECG and prescribed Inj. Rantac.  As per his assessment, the ECG did not exhibit any specific changes.  The patient was not advised admission, so she left the hospital.  

(2) The patient as per the complainant’s averments became breathless at approx. 8.45 PM (16.7.2003) and thereafter she was rushed to G.M. Modi Hospital, where, she was declared brought dead.  

In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that: 

(a) The ECG of late Praveen Lata Dhir done at 3.00 PM on 16.7.2003 at G.M. Modi Hospital exhibited ST segment changes which were indicative of ischaemic heart disease, and the same warranted immediate hospitalization.  The respondent overlooked the ST segment changes in the ECG, which reflects a failure on his part to bring to his task a reasonable degree of skill, and knowledge, which was expected of a prudent doctor.  Dr. Hage Tayo’s name is removed from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council for a period of six weeks from the date of this Order, censure to be recorded.

(b) The Delhi Medical Council also holds the management of G.M. Modi Hospital vicariously responsible for the omissions on the part of Dr. Hage Tayo and directs them to take steps to ensure that the unfortunate incident which happened in this case are not repeated.  

Complaint stands disposed.
