O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri R.C. Nigam against Dr. A.K. Kaushik of Amar Leela Hospital.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. A.K. Kaushik, case papers of Amar Leela Hospital, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, R.M.L. Hospital and heard the following in person :-

The complainant Shri R.C. Nigam did not present himself for the hearing in this matter on 8th January 2004, inspite of notice.  

It is a case of the complainant that his wife late Malti Nigam (referred hereinafter as the patient) who suffered from Cerebral stroke, was administered 100 mg tablet “Thioril” as prescribed by the respondent, as a result of which the patient went into coma and subsequently expired on 26.3.2001 and that the administration of “Thioril” by the respondent constitutes an act of medical negligence.

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

1) Late Malti Nigam presented with cough, vomiting, giddiness, nausea, loss of appetite, had a past history of rheumatoid arthritis, hypertension, hypothyroidism and was admitted at Amar Leela Hospital on 7.2.2001 where she was examined by the respondent.

2) The MRI report documented in the records of Amar Leela Hospital is indicative of the patient suffering from cerebral stroke.  The respondent in his reply admitted to prescribing 10 mg of Thioril to the patient on 9.2.2001, however, when he noticed on the morning of 10.2.2001, that the complainant had administered a dosage of 100 mg Thioril to the patient by mistake, which resulted in the patient becoming drowsy, the respondent stopped the use of Thioril.

3) The patient was shifted to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital on 12.2.2001, where, she was admitted in a state of drowsiness but was arousable and was provisionally diagnosed to be a case of metabolic encephelopathy with cerebrovascular disease.  Thereafter she received treatment at RML Hospital from 16.3.2001 to 26.3.2001 when she expired with a diagnosis of RA with hypothyroidism with CVA with Right hemiplegia with aspiration pneumonia. 

In view of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that :-

1) The line of treatment adopted by respondent in the management of the patient, under the circumstances, was in accordance with accepted professional practice in such cases.  The administration of “Thioril” 10 mg as admitted by the respondent or 100 mg as alleged by the complainant, is within safe dosage of the drug.  The drug is available in tablets of 10, 25, 50, 100 mg; a dosage of 100 mg is often prescribed.  The manufacturers of the drug, in fact have recommended a dosage upto 800 mg per day if the condition of the patient warrants the same.  The chain of events which subsequently occurred and led to the death of the patient are not related to administration of drug “Thioril” but are as a result of known complications of cerebral stroke which the patient had suffered.  
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2) No medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. A.K. Kaushik in the treatment administered by him to late Malti Nigam.

The complaint stands disposed.
