The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Om Prakash Singh, r/o, D-116, First Floor, IFCO Colony, Sector-17-B, Gurgaon, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging  medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, D-18, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Satyawati Singh (CR no. 129413) at  Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting her death on 20.4.2011.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Om Prakash Singh, r/o, D-116, First Floor, IFCO Colony, Sector-17-B, Gurgaon, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi,  alleging  medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, D-18, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Satyawati Singh (CR no. 129413) at  Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting her death on 20.4.11.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. 
Amitabh Sandilium, Medical Superintendent, Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute 
& Research Centre, made to Directorate of Health Services, copy of 
medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute, as supplied by 
Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi and other documents 
on record.

As per the complaint the patient Smt. Satyavati was a known case of carcinoma ovary, treated at the King George Medical College, Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh and found to have residual disease by Dr. R. D. Sharma, Surgeon of King George Medical College.  The patient consulted Dr. S.K. Rawal, who investigated and operated (Salvage/debulking), on 18th March, 2011.  The patient was discharged on 24th March, 2011.  During first follow-up stitches were partly removed on 30th March, 2011 and referred to medical oncologists for further chemotherapy.  The patient returned back to Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh and died on 20th April, 2011.
Dr. Amitabh Sandilium, Medical Superintendent, Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre in his reply to the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi has stated that the patient was a case of chemo resistant carcinoma ovary with residual disease.  The patient received last cycle of chemotherapy on 19th February, 2011.  The debulking of tumor was done and post-operatively, the patient had wound infection with delayed healing.  The treatment was given as per guideline and no medical negligence or deficiency in services was noted.   
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Smt. Satyawati Singh was a case of advanced carcinoma of ovary.  The patient had not responded very well to chemotherapy. To salvage the condition of the patient, surgical debulking was done at the said Hospital. The patient did not undergo chemotherapy during follow-up.
In view of the above, the Executive Committee observes that the treatment given to the patient at the Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre was as per the standard guidelines and the patient died to her underlying diseases which has a poor prognosis inspite of the treatment.   It is, therefore, the decision  of  the Executive Committee that

prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of the doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Satyawati Singh  at  Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th January, 2013.
